ELIGIBILITY
Screenplays must have been completed no earlier than January 1, 2008.

SUBMISSION REGULATIONS
Submit two copies

DEADLINE
All entries must be received by March 15, 2010

SHIPPING INSTRUCTIONS
All submissions must be shipped prepaid in proper containers.
Please do not send submissions in fiber -filled envelopes.

All submissions must be accompanied by:

- A completed entry form (see attached)

- A $40 payment that must be in US Funds, check or money order. (Please make checks
payable to SFBFF. The festival reserves the right to impose a $20 surcharge for
returned checks.)

JUDGING
Each entry will be viewed by the Festival committee and rated on a 5 (five) point scale.
The committee will also rate for general interest, creativity and production values.

ACCEPTANCE NOTIFICATION
All filmmakers will be notified by April 30, 2010 (approximately).

Shipping

-The filmmaker is solely responsible for shipping the festival print prepaid, insured and
packed in proper containers.

-SFBFF will not be responsible for return shipping.

-SFBFF will not pay for international shipping of US films.

Awards
-Any film considered for a festival award cannot have had commercial theatrical play
domestically.
